MINUTES OF SURREY LADIES’ CROSS COUNTRY LEAGUE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD AT BELGRAVE HALL, WIMBLEDON ON

1. 2. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE - were received by the Secretary from representatives of Belgrave Harriers, Elmbridge Road Runners, AC., Haslemere Border AC., Runnymede Runners, Wimbledon Windmilers and Woking AC.
3. MINUTES OF THE 2010 AGM - were accepted with no matters arsing.
4.  REPORT OF SECRETARY/TREASURER FOR 2010/2011 - The report, including the    statement of account and his expenses, was approved without dissent.
5. ELECTION OF SECRETARY/TREASURER FOR 2011/2012 – Ron Gobey (Herne Hill Harriers) indicated his was willing to continue and this was accepted unaminously by the meeting.

6. DATES & VENUES FOR 2011/2012 were agreed as follows:-
Match 1 – 8 Oct 11 – Lightwater (hosted by Woking AC)
Match 2 -  to be advised (either Walton AC at Esher or Ranelagh H in Richmond Park)

Match 3 – 14 Jan 12 – Coulsdon (South London H)

Match 4 – 11 Feb 12 – to be advised (either Walton at Esher or Ranelagh in Richmond Park)

7. RULE CHANGES 
(1) The motion from 26.2 RRC to make the distance for the Senior Women’s races at all fixtures to be a maximum of 6 kms was defeated.   
(2) The motion from South London Harriers to amend Rule 2.3. (b) by adding clause (iii) reading “only one Second Claim Member can score in any team of five” was carried by a two thirds  majority
(3)  The motion from South London Harriers to change the timetable of races did not have a seconder and therefore was not put to a vote.
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8. PROPOSED EXPENSES FOR 2011/2012 - as proposed by the Secretary/Treasurer was agreed by the meeting:-
 Awards – 
(a) plaques for the team champions in each age division (U13s, U15s, U17s,  Snrs Div 1 and  Snrs Div 2) at estimated cost of £75.
(b) 1 Gold, 1 Silver and 1 Bronze medals for each 1st, 2nd and 3rd places in the Individual age group championships (U13s, U15s, U17s, U20s (Div 1), U20s (Div 2),  Snrs Div 1, Vets Div 1, Snrs Div 2 and Vets Div 2) at estimated cost of £350
Host Clubs - £100 to each Club hosting a fixture to assist with their expenses, total £400.

Competitors’ Numbers –  The agenda showed an estimate of £250 but Ron was pleased to advise the meeting that MaxSports had kindly agreed to support the League once again by providing the Numbers to be worn by Competitors on their front. This means the League would only have to provide at an estimated cost of £75 the age group/division numbers (1 and 2 for the Seniors/Veterans, 15 and 17 for the other age groups) to be worn by Competitors on their backs.
Secretary/Treasurer’s expenses - (telephone calls/extra postage, etc.), estimate £100.

Total Estimate £1000.

9. AFFILIATION FEE FOR 2011/2012 – The proposed fee of £30, except the 4 Host Clubs, made by the Secretary/Treasurer, was accepted by all.

10. CHEQUE SIGNATORIES FOR 2011/2012 – The meeting agree to keep the current 3 signatories – Ron Gobey (Secretary/Treasrer and Herne Hill Harriers), Robin Drummond (Ranelagh Harriers) and Derek Jones (Belgrave Harriers).
